Race Cars and Fabricators located in
the Tri-County Industrial Park in
Piney Flats. We initially met at
Hardee’s for a quick bite to eat and
then proceeded to TNT, which is
directly across the road.

TNT fabricates tubular chassis that
are mostly used in short track racing.
They also have a race car that is
used in such races. The frames are
built using “jigs”, being all similar.
After the frame is built, it is sent to
Hy-Tec Specialty Coatings, just up
the road, to be sand blasted and
powder coated. We visited Hy-Tec
earlier this tear.

The cars used in Short Track racing
all use a 355 C.I. crate engine
directly from G.M. This engine is

specially built for this kind of races,
and no modifications are allowed.
The weigh of the frame is about 300
Ibs., and the total weight of the car is
2400 pounds.
